Chairman Kevin Austin welcomed the PTRC Board of Delegates and called the meeting to order at 12:00pm. Chairman Austin requested a moment of silence and then led the Board in the Pledge of Allegiance. 
1. Consent Items, Kevin Austin, PTRC Chair

2. Consent Item Presentation: Request for approval of PTRC Budget Ordinance FY 2020-2021, Matthew Dolge, Executive Director
a. Mr. Jarrod Hand went over the highlights of the 2020-2021 budget. Our beginning budget is over $6million more than last year’s. The primary increases were due to Family First and CARES funding in our AAA program. We also saw increases in our Weatherization program. Other programs stayed reasonably flat. 
b. Mr. Matthew Dolge added that our budget is an 18% increase from last year mostly as a result of one time COVID relief funding. With those funds, 80% will be pass through to provide services. The largest chunk of that money is nutrition for the elderly. The other increase in funds will be used to accelerate projects like Workforce Development and Outdoor Recreation.
c. The Healthy Opportunities Pilot that we applied for is not in this budget. That decision has been delayed but if awarded, our budget would increase by $10million. We are not sure when that decision will be made.  
d. Mr. Dolge stated that 45% of the budget is AAA, 25% is Community Development, 15% is Workforce Development, 6% is Planning and 5% is Criminal Justice. 
e. Workforce Development did experience a decrease at the state level of just under 10%. They will be applying for short term grants to offset this loss. 
f. Our Fringe rate increased 10% due to health insurance and the state retirement system. Coincidentally the Indirect rate decreased. 
g. Mr. Fleming El-Amin asked about the use of the dues. Dues are used for general operations, infrastructure improvements and match for grants.  This year we reduced our general operation and infrastructure costs to bare minimum to ensure PTRC had sufficient match for funding available.  We used $488,639 of dues to match federal and state funding of $1,811,535. This results in $3.71 of federal & state funding for each dollar of dues used as match.
h. Mr. Dolge closed by saying we feel good about this budget and are in good shape for the upcoming fiscal year.
